The interface is 
pretty self-explanatory, but you can get a world of 
forecast information for your location with just a few 
clicks.  This is a great tool if you have outdoor activities 
and would like to know when the best chances for rain 
are during the day/night along with specific 
temperature information during a specified 
timeframe.  

Graphical Hazardous Weather Outlook 
(https://www.weather.gov/erh/ghwo?wfo=shv) 
This experimental page is a decision support service 
for your situational awareness that supports 
preparedness and response efforts prior to and during 
hazardous weather. This service provides decision 
makers with convenient access to potential weather 
hazard information by graphically depicting the risk of 
weather hazards out through seven days.
